 • Tour all the other majestuous medieval villages around, starting with 
Oppède-le-Vieux, Ménerbes, then Lacoste and Bonnieux. 

• You might prefer the other edge of the Luberon with One of the Most 
Beautiful Village of France, Gordes, the abbey of Sénanque, Roussillon and 
the ocher trail or the Colorado Provençal in Rustrel. 

• Or even the other side of the Petit Luberon, driving through the combe de 
Lourmarin, visit Lourmarin, Lauris, Ansouis or Cucuron.
